When war brioke out in August, 1914, the people of the Red Deer
District were engaged in the pursuit of their peaceful occupations,
little dreaming that the whole nation would become an armed camp.
Yet, so sudden was the transformation that one week after the dec-
laration of war, recruiting had started in Red Deer, and some of the
loyal citizens were already on their way to join their regiments over-
seas, in defenice of the ideals of Liberty and Justice.

During the succeeding months and years, as the requirements of
the nation became more apparent, one battalion after another was
strengthened materially by the enlistments from Central Alberta, and
several important units made their headquarters in Red Deer during
the recruiting period. There was a great deal of patriotic zeal appar-
ent on every side in the general effort to win the war.

Death Taid its hand heavily upon these brave soldiers. One
promising life afiter another was cqut off in the struggle, till over one
hundred in the flower of manhood went down to their honored graves,
remembered and revered by a grateful nation. The glory of their sac-

rifice will live forever.

With the signing of the Armistice in November, 1918, the fright-
ful slaughter ccased, but the sicars remained. There was the empty
chair in the family circle, and the boys returning home, shell-shocked,
bruised and torn, but smiling cheerfully through their pain, in their

patriotic deviotion to hiome and native land.

Impressed by the splendid services of the men and women who
enlisted fior active service during the Great War, it was the spon-
tanecus desire cof the citizens of Red Deer and District that some

visible and lasting expression should be given of their appreciation.




It was imperative that the service and sacrifice of the men who lie
upon the field of honor should not be forgotten by the generations to
follow, any more than by the present.

The people resolved to erect g memorial in stone, and place it
in ome of the principal thioroughfares -of the City as a constant re-
minder to all who pasls by. Under the direcdtion of a representative
dommitiee, Canadian designers and Canadian workmen have used
Caniadian materials to fashion the War Memorial in commemoration
of the sacrifice of Canadian heroes, whose valor will be recorded for-
ever on the pages of history.

Standing in the centre of the street, surrounded by the boulevard
and cluster lights, high upon his pedestal of stone, is the figure of the
Canadian soldier in full fighting equipmenlt, “looking West” over his
shoulder as he enters the trenches. Erected by public contributions,
the Memorial bears the insicription: “In proud and grateful remem-
brance of those who served in the Great War, 1914-1918.”

Two scrolls, one recording the names of Our Glorious Dead, the
other belaring the Roll of Honor of over eightt hundred men and women
who served, have been deposited in the base of the Memorial, while
by the tablet on its side is proclaimed the challenge ito generations
yet unborn:

If ye break faith with us who die
We shall not sleep;

Tho’ poppies grow

“In Flanders Fields.”
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
